MACHAN'S BACKGROUND

Tibor Machan escaped from Hungary in 1953 at an early age and worked at
several jobs before obtaining a B.A. from Claremont Men's College, a M.A. from
New York University, and a PhD from UC Santa Barbtara in Philosophy. He has
been a radio commentator and columnist. His articles have appeared in various
major periodicals (e.g. Barron's, Human Evente) as well as for a dozen philo-
sophical journals. A number of Dr. Machan's articles have appeared recently
in Harper and Row's anthology, Outside Looking In.

Dr. Machan edited the highly acclaimed book, The Libertarian Alternative
(Nelson Hall Co., 1974), authored The Pseudo-Science of B. F. Skimner (Arlington

Bacon at the present.
